Council Comments:   Councilman Robert Ross asked the City Engineer about the progress of the Bike Path.  City Engineer Ryan McGowan stated they are waiting for a Design Assistance Grant to be announced so the City can apply for it.  Councilwoman Carole Kienzle commented how nice it was to have a crowd present at tonight’s Council Meeting.  Councilman Lello asked about the asset study on the water plant.  City Engineer Ryan McGowan stated the study is complete and a meeting will be scheduled soon to present the findings.  Councilwoman Stefania Kuehner thanked the Public Works Department for the job they did in the recent snow storm.  Mrs. Kuehner also stated the workers have a hard time plowing due to vehicles in the streets and asked if anything could be done to remind residents to remove cars from the streets, especially the side streets.  Mayor and Council thought a robo call before a storm asking residents to remove their cars from the side streets would help.  

Public Comment:  Angela Krukauskas, 350 Boston Avenue came before Mayor and Council.  Mrs. Krukauskaus expressed her concerns over a notice she received from the Code Enforcement Office stating she had to remove a food donation pantry she placed on her property.  Council President Dennis polled Council Members and all Council felt the pantry should be allowed to remain.  Mayor Jiampetti gave a list of all the locations in Egg Harbor City who have food programs for the residents.  

  Ryan Hacker came before Mayor and Council and asked if Council made a decision regarding food trucks in the City. Council Pres. Dennis stated a decision has not been made at this time.  Mr. Hacker asked about allowing a food truck at the EHC Lake and he was told there is a concession stand at the lake.  Mayor Jiampetti stated he could bid on the concession stand when it goes out to bid for the 2018 Summer Season.  

Draya Jackson a resident at the Harbor City Apartments came before Mayor and Council.  Ms. Jackson stated she has many health issues and the parking at the Harbor City Apartments in not good.  Ms. Jackson asked if the City could install a handicap spot for her.  Council Pres. Dennis asked the City Engineer to look into installing handicap parking for Ms. Jackson.  Virgil Banks, 252 Liverpool Avenue came before Mayor and Council.  Mr. Banks expressed concerns over the high tax and utility bills in Egg Harbor City.  Mr. Banks asked if the Governing Body was looking into ways to cut these costs.  Mayor Jiampetti stated the City is looking into several things.  Councilwoman Kuehner stated most of Egg Harbor City’s costs are fixed.   Councilman Clifford Mays stated the City has to find a way to cut.  Council President Dennis people should attend the school board meetings and make sure the schools are doing what they can to control spending.  Councilman Ross stated school taxes are 64 to 65% of your tax bill.  Janet Reinhard, 420 Washington Avenue came before Mayor and Council.  Ms. Reinhard stated she supports food pantries on residential properties but she does think there needs to be guidelines put in place.  Ms. Reinhard stated the City’s image needs to turn around.
